_ = \ For reasons unknown, the Montagues and Capulets
rH E 5 |_<> R ( have been enemies for longer than anyone can
remember. After a brawl in the streets, the Prince
declares that the violence between these two families must end—under penalty
of death. Romeo Montague is suffering an unrequited love with Rosaline, and so—
to help Romeo get over his yearning—his friends sway him to crash the Capulets’
party. Romeo sees Juliet, Capulet’s daughter, and the two instantly fall in love.
Juliet can’t get the handsome Romeo out of her mind, and they exchange romantic
promises from her garden balcony. The next morning, Romeo convinces Friar
Laurence to wed the young couple that same day. Perhaps this union could put
an end to their family’s ongoing feud...

Just hours after his secret wedding, Romeo is confronted in the street by Juliet’s
cousin Tybalt, enraged by the Montague’s intrusion the night before. Romeo
refuses to engage in a fight, but his friend Mercutio eagerly accepts Tybalt’s
challenge. As Romeo attempts to break the two apart, Tybalt stabs Mercutio with
a fatal blow. Filled with rage and grief, Romeo turns on his new cousin-in-law,
murdering him.

The elder Capulets demand Romeo’s immediate death: the Prince chooses instead
to banish the young Montague from Verona. Despite the turn of events, Juliet stands
firmly in her choice to love Romeo, and they secretly spend one night together
before Romeo’s banishment. Early the next morning, Lady Capulet shares the news
that Juliet’s marriage to the Count Paris is all arranged. Juliet begs her parents to
reconsider, but her pleas are met with her father’s rage. After her Nurse advises

that she forget about Romeo, Juliet leaves to seek the Friar’'s counsel. Provoked by
Juliet’s despair, the Friar concocts a desperate plan. She is to drink a potion that will
induce a deathlike trance; once her body is laid in the Capulets’ tomb, the Friar will
send word to Romeo to rescue his wife and return with her to Mantua until their two
families can be reconciled.

But the Friar’s letter never reaches Mantua, and Romeo learns instead of Juliet’s
death from a friend. Armed with poison, Romeo returns to Verona and the Capulets’
tomb. Then, taking the poison, Romeo dies beside Juliet—who awakens moments
later. The Friar arrives too late. Hearing voices close at hand, Juliet refuses to

leave her husband. Left alone, she takes her life. Stunned by their tragic losses,

the Montagues and Capulets vow, at last, to end their families’ hatred.
